Bentley reported on funding request letters that were sent to rural municipalities; to date five responded 
positively, most with $0.5/capita
funding levels, some considering in their budgets later this fall,

cities and towns will also be approached by NSWA. One county 
has declined, feels the work is responsibility of GOA and should be funded accordingly

- City of Edmonton provides in-kind office space [$81K] at $0.125/capita

- EPCOR provides - $0.125/hd - $45K plus $50K already rec'd

- DUC/NAWMP - contract of $45K for Vermilion River Watershed Management Project
· Financial Status and Forecast to Mar 2010


- Assets as of Nov 10, 2009: total $480K, $105K in cash; $375K in T-Bills

- Forecast ~$250K NSWA surplus at March 31, 2010 

- AENV advised this year that core operations will only cover ED and administrative support, all other   
  staff salaries must be contracted as project-based funds, refer to AENV's W4L Action Plan as useful 
  guide, must consider an alternative/sustainable funding model, strategically consider life beyond W4L, 
  NSWA has significant capacity and skills for fund raising.
Action:  Bentley to develop a budget spreadsheet, showing 2009-10 budget, ask, and actual spent, by 
          Dec16th; provide to NSWA Board for approval.

Fund-raising Committee Report:

Danielson reported on meetings held Oct 9th and Nov 13th; NSWA needs a 2-3 yr strategic plan for fund raising to show value for money.  Parkland County has renewed their political representatives but declined funding request to NSWA as they believe it is the GoA's responsibility to fund NSWA.  Need to draft a letter to the premier for long term support and commitment to support NSWA.
Membership fees discussion:  consider membership by local governments [rural & urban], GoA, industry and public.  Some rural municipalities have established $0.5/capita; urbans will be approached; for GoA need to explore share of water use or per capita rate; for industry link to operating approvals; as for public need to consider what an individual would see as value for money in a WPAC.
Charitable status discussion: review with auditors and Mark Bennett of BRBC, Charitable status may open some doors but may have heavy reporting requirements (hire a professional grant writer?), several WPAC's are applying for charitable status, need to combine promotions with active fundraising.
Action:  Wuite and Schoepf to discuss with LUS [Morris S.] issue with municipal support & involvement  
and upcoming formation of the LUF's North Sask Planning Region RAC.
Discussion on potential funding from Industry: Danielson reported that NCIA levies new members a single, up front fee of $50K, thereafter the member is entitled to reports, data and information.
Kause reported that there may be significant opportunity for compensation projects - GoA does not have a good system for compensation - DUC and ACA do help with restoration projects, push back from industry is a reality but some companies are interested in finding in-the-field projects which offer enhancement and improvement to the system, huge demand from industry groups to find 'service providers' that can assist and build projects already assessed, based on restoration and industry can then claim due diligence, that could potentially generate dollars for a WPAC.
Kause reported on linkages to the NSWA's Stakeholder/communications group, same issues and needs, can provide the funding committee with ammunition.

·    WQ objectives report from Golder & Associates was a very complex, technical report, as a 


communications product it has been simplified and interpreted, President Gammie has provided much 

input and Gord Thompson has re-written most, Dr. Ann Marie Anderson also involved, draft report 

completed Nov 20/09, streamlined the various numerical and seasonal flow rate conditions, clearer on 

geographic locations, high and low flow conditions, and includes non-degradation philosophies, report 

includes WQ objectives on 20 parameters, more to consider and will be added in time, Board will receive 

full briefing on Dec 16th.
Discussion:  NSWA has proposed WQ objectives for the AIH area and other river reaches; NSWA's work 

is generally consistent with what AENV wants to employ across AB, its slightly different than what 

Industrial Heartland's Cumulative Effects pilot project did, although the intent of the objectives aligned, 

different objectives were used, and question will be what does LUF use? Consistency is desired. NSWA's 

is a very protective approach for the river, implies that much more monitoring is required than
what 

was mentioned in the IH report.

· WQ Modeling (Kessler) - ED reported that this project is an extension of past modeling work - ToR 
prepared, RFP's issued in Oct, two submissions from Golder and Kessler, TAC advised to proceed with Tom 
Kessler of Calgary, he's also working on the AENV industrial/municipal loadings assessment for the IH so 
good alignment will be possible, final refinement of the tool in winter 2010, and development of scenarios, and 
forecasting capabilities are major deliverables in spring/summer 2010.
· Economics study (Thompson) – Tom Cottrell reported that originally $75K was budgeted for this study, 
has been reduced to $25K, contract awarded to John Thompson [Watrecon] - ToR developed, see handout, 
working also with Mark Anielski, value of EG&S and values of economic development activities, based on 
incomes by industry by 12 sub-sheds, contracted supported with Stats Can data.
· NSWA staff feels meeting demands of Board, IWMP SC, and AENV is best met by utilizing the 
internet/web site.
· NSWA Communications - 6 new bulletins - targeted completion by spring'10.
· Discussion of WPAC and LUF integration: Schoepf reported that each provincial ministry provides a 
summary of issues and on-going activities to ASRD's LUS, this includes providing updates on the NSWA's 
work, information and technical reports.  The North Saskatchewan Regional Advisory Committee [NSRAC] 
will be faced with incredible amount of information. Other RAC's [Lower Athabasca and SS] quite an iterative 
process. The RAC's are fairly high level basin profiles - review their web sites. Lower Athabasca Regional 
Plan will influence subsequent RAC's. 
· Critical scenarios are evaluated - LARAC's focus was bitumen production, SSRAC's focus was 
development scenarios, uncertain at this point what NSRAC's scenario focus will be.
· Sector Engagement (Abells- Henry) – Billie Milholland reported that five RFP's were sent out, Abells-
Henry was awarded the contract, it’s a small budget with tight timelines, multiple reporting dates of Dec 4/09, 
Jan 30/10 and Mar 15/10.  Much of the groundwork has been laid already, process mapped, and modules and 
interim reports will be output.  This project's TAC consists of Rod Kause, Naomi Krogman, Glen Gustafson, 
and Jennifer Thames of Strathcona Co.
· Total of all three projects for 2009-2010 is ~$162K; $140K, plus $22K in administration.

IFN expert in AB, DFO workshop on IFN tomorrow, some IFN work was done as part of the IH work, 
timing is very important [ good] for NSWA to do this work now – the NSR is still in reasonable condition, 
compared to the challenges faced in southern Alberta rivers  Many eyes will be on the NSWA's IWMP for 
this reason.
· Discussion: Recent reports released Nov 23rd on Water Allocation, Transfer and Water Quantity 
Management by AWC [2] and AWRI [1]; issues of water quantity management are critical right now, tools 
available currently in the AB Water Act have not been explored much in these reports. Water quantity 
management and the recommendations for the future must be made now, implications of all the technical 
work on future implementation demands dialogue.

73.4.5  Cumulative Effects Management Framework – Dr. Les Gammie 

· President Gammie reported on reclaimed water workshop held in Oct - report due in January'10, 38 risks 
to the entire project were ranked & prioritized, municipal waste water's role, comparisons, options and 
what they mean, need a cost-benefit scenario to fully evaluate the feasibility of some of the scenarios, 
need action on non-point sources sooner than later, frequencies, temporal nature and intensity/volumes 
of non-point sources needs to be understood by reach, by season, by year, etc., integrate the IH CEMS 
into the entire basin context, 3 NSWA reps are on the IH committee, integrate as best as possible.

Action:  Gammie will provide another NSWA update to IH CEMS committee at their next meeting.
· Discussion on Alberta Industrial Heartland:  Danielson provided update: as of 2007 there were 9 Upgraders vying for land/position in the AHI, today there's one that's expanding [Shell].; Total announced at an ERCB hearing that they want to proceed; NorthWest is also working on a merchant upgrader; BA is in bankruptcy; Suncor has withdrawn.  NCIA predicts that by 2030 there may be 3-5 new upgraders, result is in a huge change in demand for water compared to 2 yrs ago. In Midwest USA several facilities are upgrading their equipment, ready to 
process AB bitumen.   Northwest, Shell, and Enbridge are participating in the Carbon Capture project.

73.4.6 Vermilion River Watershed Management Project – Graham Watt-Gremm


Reported on VRWMP - issue identification and preliminary goal setting is complete, recommendations 


and plan by Dec 2010.  Implementation roles (including that of NSWA) are pending the recommendations 

next year. Holden Drainage District is interested in re-branding themselves and reviewing drainage 

districts' roles.  Other items: interest from University researchers in water monitoring initiatives on the 

tributaries; preliminary discussions with AAFC on developing a monitoring plan; and studying feasibility of 

additional water storage capacity within the sub-shed.
